INTRODUCTION
A small block of Pommard clone Pinot Noir was planted on our 
Winside Estate Vineyard in 2008, nestled amongst ten majestic 
oak trees. Pommard clone is unusual in that it can be picked at quite 
a range of ripeness levels resulting in a very different wine. For our 
Ten Oaks Pinot Noir, we pick earlier in the season, in order 
to highlight bright red fruit flavors and vibrant freshness, as 
a complement to the power displayed by our other Russian River 
Valley Pinot Noirs.

WINEMAKER NOTES
Medium ruby in the glass, the 2019 Ten Oaks Pinot Noir offers 
aromas of raspberry, tea leaf and cherry, along with more exotic 
black pepper and olive notes. The palate opens with juicy black 
cherry, then turns more exotic with cocoa and cigar notes, finally 
leaving an intense, structured finish highlighted by Santa Rosa 
plum. Recommended drinking window is 2022-2030.
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
