INTRODUCTION
As our Carneros Estate Vineyard has grown with new plantings over 
the last several years, we have begun to notice the subtle differences 
across the property. In 2018, it became clear that the cooler, later 
ripening areas of the vineyard offered a special perspective on this 
amazing place, and we decided to create a blend showcasing this 
more delicate side of the vineyard. Named for the topography that 
makes our ranch unique, and blended from parcels on each, 
the Three Hills Pinot Noir offers all of the complexity and depth 
of the Carneros Estate Pinot Noir, but with a more reserved 
perspective, focused on the savory spectrum of the palate.

WINEMAKER NOTES
Deep ruby in color with an expressive nose of raspberry, 
black cherry, cinnamon and rose petal. Mouth-coating flavors of 
strawberry, black currant, and dried herb coat the mouth leading to 
an expansive, juicy red-fruit finish. Recommended drinking window 
is 2022-2030.
