SONOMA, California (21 January 2021): Donum, one of the leading California Pinot Noir 

producers, announces four new works to be added to The Donum Collection. These works of 

art join paintings and monumental, open-air sculptures that live harmoniously across Donum’s 

200-acre Estate, nestled between Napa and Sonoma wine regions. The Donum Estate has 

one of the largest accessible, privately-owned outdoor sculpture experiences in the world that 

has made it an international destination. 

These new works mark Donum’s continued commitment to bring together art, design and 

architecture alongside fine wine, sustainable farming and a bespoke hospitality experience. 

This passion will be further augmented in April with the completion of Donum Home, which is 

being reconfigured by award-winning Danish architect and designer David Thulstrup. Jeppe 

Hein’s (Danish, 1974), mirror balloon works, and Tracey Emin’s (British, 1963) painting will 

be housed in Donum Home and hung alongside other works by Yue Minjun (Chinese, 1962), 

Liu Xiaodong (Chinese, 1963), which are currently in storage during the renovation.  

The Donum Collection has grown over the past decade, surpassing 50 major works from 

international artists and over a third of which are commissions. Site-specific works include 

Doug Aitken’s (American, 1968) Sonic Mountain (Sonoma); Wim Delvoye’s (Belgian, 1965) 

Deux Bacchantes; Elmgreen & Dragset’s (Danish, 1961 & Norwegian, 1969) The Care of 

Oneself; Subodh Gupta’s (Indian, 1964) People Tree; Richard Hudson’s (British, 1954) 

Love Me and Big Moma; Anselm Kiefer’s (German, 1945) Mohn und Gedächtnis; Sopheap 



 
 

 

Pich’s (Cambodian American, 1971) Morning Glory; and Geo Weigang’s (Chinese, 1976) 

Maze.

The Donum Collection is not an institutional encyclopedic collection, 

but a personal labor of love, that we hope our visitors find relatable, accessible, and inspiring.”  

Donum prides itself on the careful curation and placement of artworks throughout the estate. 

Taking into consideration the land, the seasons, and the necessary preparations to protect 

both the art and Donum’s environment, which includes a state-of-the-art winemaking facility 

and a living farm. Indiana’s LOVE has been placed in the lavender garden, while the 

Rondinone works will be exhibited around the pond, with plans underway to build up the 

foundation of the land to support the installation.  

 

Angelica de Vere Mabray, Donum Chief Executive Officer, added, “For the past two decades, 

our passionate Donum team has been committed to our mission of producing the finest Pinot 

Noir in California. Yet we are also custodians of The Donum Collection. People visit to walk 

among the vineyards, enjoy the wine and see The Donum Collection – the experience we offer 

is a cultural pilgrimage, and it attracts a diverse audience. Indiana’s LOVE is an example of 

providing access to a sculpture with wide appeal, and we’re excited to feature it along with all 

of the other new works coming this year.”
